The piece is written for six instrument groups: Winds, Brass, Percussion, Pitched Percussion, 
Plucked Strings, and Strings. Each group is positioned according to the following scheme:

Each instrument group has a corresponding speaker in its location, used for playing back the 
electronics.

Additionally, both the Pitched Percussion and Brass sections include a wood block, which will 
be needed for sections 1 through 5 of  the piece.

Performance Notes

Trills: Unless otherwise specified, trills should be performed a semitone above the written 
note.

Irregular Rhythm Notation:
The symbol      denotes an irregular rhythm. If  placed on a single note (e.g.      ), the note 
should be repeated at irregular intervals.

If  placed between two notes (e.g.             or             ), it indicates a tremolo (alternation) at 
irregular intervals.

Duration indicators above these figures specify the length of  each repeated note:

- short
= medium
+ long
-/= short & medium
-/+ short & long
=/+ medium & long
-/=/+ short, medium, & long

If  a duration indicator is not provided, the choice of  duration is left to the performer.

Accidentals: An accidental applies only to the note it immediately precedes. Courtesy 
accidentals are provided where necessary.

Movement Transitions: Movements 1 and 2, as well as Movements 5 and 6, are performed 
without a break.
